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Introduction

College Now Smart Start @ Queensborough Community College is designed to provide rising high school seniors an opportunity to develop college-level reading, writing and math skills. Students who have been identified as being close to college-ready, but who could benefit from extra instruction, can participate in an intensive reading, writing and math program during the summer. Students will also research careers possibilities and attend presentations by industry leaders in various fields. 
The program is FREE to students. Students will receive:

· Three college credits for successfully completing MA-119 College Algebra ALP

· Research careers of interest and hear from industry leaders
· a MetroCard
· a lunch voucher to use in the QCC cafeteria
· a monetary stipend for successful completion of the program
Program Description and Schedule
This program will run from Thursday, June 27, 2024 through Friday, August 16, 2024.
Classes meet Monday through Thursday most weeks.
1. All students will take the following courses:

MA-119 Elementary College Accelerated Algebra and MA10

Students will take the MA 119 College Algebra course (3 college credits) and will receive extra instruction to promote success in the math class. MA119 College Algebra is a three-credit introductory math class that fulfills a general education requirement in quantitative reasoning. MA10 is the extra instruction.

CN72- Enhanced College-Preparatory Language Arts Skills

Virtually everyone can improve their reading and writing skills. This course will help students improve the language arts skills they will need to succeed in college-level study. Emphasis is on basic language arts such as critical reading, vocabulary, the writing process, rhetoric, grammar and mechanics, and test-taking skills.
College and Career Preparation

Students will research career possibilities and present their research at the end of the program. Each week industry leaders will visit the classes to discuss their careers.

Eligibility
In order to be eligible for College Now Smart Start @ Queensborough Community College, students must meet the following requirements:
· Be a New York City Public High School rising senior (this means you will be a senior in fall 2024).
· Have NO higher than 69 on ANY math Regents/Common Core; AND
· Have NO higher than a 74 on the English Regents/Common Core.
Application process and timeline
1. Complete the application below.
2. Obtain the required parental and school staff signatures.
3. Attach a one-page, typed essay introducing yourself and explaining what you hope to gain by participating in the program and what makes you a great candidate for the program.
4. Attach your most recent high school transcript.
5. By Friday, May 10th, you or your guidance counselor must ensure that your application is received by the QCC College Now office via mail, e-mail or fax (see below). 
6. Applicants will be contacted regarding their eligibility by Friday, May 17th.
7. Eligible students will be invited to Queensborough Community College for interviews to begin Monday, May 20th.
8. Final acceptance decisions will be made, and candidates will be informed of their status, by Monday, May 27th.
9. Class will begin Thursday, June 27th.
